WHEREAS, the D.A.RE. curriculum helps students understand self-image, recognize and manage
stress without taking drugs, evaluate risk-taking behavior, resist gang pressure, apply
decision making skills, and evaluate the consequences of the choices available to them;

WHEREAS, the D.A.R.E. program has achieved outstanding success teaching positive and effective
approaches to what is one of the most difficult problems facing our young people today —
drug abuse;
