Note From the SWIC 
 
 

Through tragedy and chaos, public safety professionals exemplify 
character traits that the rest of the world covets. Some of these traits 
include courage, strength, and resiliency. Iowa has built a system of 
communications that allows for interoperable communications, redun-
dancy, and resiliency. When that system has been tested and people 
utilize that system, they persevere. 
 

The School Safety Radio Program in Iowa allowed for the possibility 
of emergency radios within Iowa’s schools. We have learned the im-
portance of activating these radios and the mass response that can be 
accomplished. We have also seen the value in an interoperable radio 
system for an event that garners response from numerous counties and 
disciplines. We have witnessed the capabilities of ISICS for interoper-
able communications needs. Building inter-discipline relationships, 
having ongoing and frequent discussions, and providing frequent 
training with other disciplines (to include equipment, response, and 
operations) leads to more successful outcomes. I encourage you to 
continue working to build those relationships in your regions in order 
to bridge the communications gaps and create interoperability. 
 

The ISICSB is tasked with the governance of our Statewide Interoper-
able Communications System. The continued dedicated work and 
effort by the 19 ISICSB members to harden that system cannot be 
understated. In February, the Board committees gathered for a pro-
ductive workshop for the Statewide Communications Interoperability 
Plan (SCIP). The turnout and valuable discussions helped create the 
roadmap for the Board for the next 1-3 years. The Board committees 
are also diligently at work in 2024 with numerous projects, including 
reviewing all current Standards and Policies. The collaboration and 
products from these groups are the necessary layers for the success of 
the system. 
 

The REMCDP grant project is well underway, with a continued effort 
to enhance rural emergency medical communications in Iowa’s Re-
gion 1. Currently, the project is in Phase I, and the team is meeting 
with hospitals and EMS to determine their communication abilities 
and needs moving forward. More information can be found on the 
ISICSB website.
